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How we got here

In May 2014, the draft 2014/15 Annual Business plan

and budget was released for public consultation. During
that time, the draft was available on the website and printed
copies were available from the Civic and Community Centre.
Following a public meeting on the 26 May, ten written
submissions were received and presented to the Council
meeting on the 21 June. Council requested further financial
analysis from Administration, which was presented at a
special meeting of Council on the 8 July 2014.

The final plan was endorsed by Council on the 21 July 2014
and is available from Council's website. Printed copies of
the plan are available on request.
