The Council is satisfied that, pursuant to section 90(3)(a) of the Act, the information to be
received, discussed or considered in relation to this Agenda Item is information the disclosure
of which would involve the unreasonable disclosure of information concerning the personal
affairs of any person (living or dead), being the proposed participants.

The Council is satisfied that the principle that the meeting be conducted in a place open
to the public has been outweighed in the circumstances because disclosure of details may
prematurely be disclosed before the details have been discussed with the participants.
